Analysis of the course

Chinese businesses are looking at Europe from many 

different perspectives. No matter what kind of investment 

you are planning in Europe (from setting up a European 

Distribution Network to a listing at one of the European 

stock exchanges) you will face several legal and tax 

issues. In order to guarantee the success of your overseas 

investments, it is best to deal with these issues in advance. 

Through in-depth workshops this seminar will try to provide 

guidelines to address any concerns that you may have. 

However, if you have more specific questions, expert 

lawyers will be delighted to deal with these during a one-

to-one session.

During the morning session you can attend two workshops 

each time to be selected out of a total of three workshops:

•	 Workshop 1: Manufacturing, distribution and 

logistics

	 For some manufacturers, it can be sufficient to 

merely export their goods to a EU country to 

gain access to European Union markets. Other 

companies are building a market presence in 

Europe via greenfield investments, alliances, JVs 

or M&A strategies. This presence is giving them 

access to ‘on site’ manufacturing, brands, R&D 

capabilities, distribution and sales channels within 

the European Union. For Chinese companies 

looking to expand their activities in Europe, 

Central and Eastern Europe (CEE) offers an 

attractive location. Chinese manufacturers should 

consider the opportunities of manufacturing their 

products closer to the markets they want to serve. 

This workshop will give an overview of the legal 

and tax considerations of making investments in 

the CEE and the key European Customs, VAT 

and trade principles.

•	 Workshop 2: IPO in Europe and appropriate 

investing vehicles

	 Chinese companies may be interested to raise 

funds in European markets to finance their 

development, for instance through IPO on 

European stock exchanges. Besides, the legal 

and tax structuring of investment contemplated by 

Chinese companies in Europe, and the selection 

of the appropriate investment vehicles at the 

European level, can be critical for the success of 

their projects. In this workshop, European legal 

and tax experts from Gide Loyrette Nouel and 

Loyens & Loeff will introduce the various methods 

to raise funds in Europe and the various investment 

vehicles available to optimize the development 

and financing of Chinese companies in Europe.

•	 Workshop 3: M&A in Europe (acquisitions, joint 

ventures, corporate governance, due diligence, 

intellectual property, anti-trust, employement 

issues)

	 Chinese companies considering to acquire 

businesses (for example to enter the European 

market with its 500 milliion consumers, or to have 

access to new technologies) are well-advised to 

timely seek guidance on how best to deal with such 

issues as the acquisition process, the expectations 

of their European counterparts, and the best way 

to deal with relevant governments. This applies 

whether the shares in a company are bought, 

whether certain assets and liabilities are aquired, 

but equally if a joint venture is formed. Although 

there are a number of critical success factors in 

the legal ands tax area, there are no obstacles for 

Chinese enterprises entering the European playing 

field, where M&A is such an important element of 

corporate development. This workshop will provide 

expert guidance on the key legal fundamentals to 

be succesfull in that M&A market.
